Fort Wayne Trails, Inc. was formed in 2011 through the merger of
three citizen-led advocacy groups: Aboite New Trails, Northwest Allen
Trails, and the Rivergreenway Consortium. These groups had each
played a significant role in shaping the early trail system in Allen
County, advocating for safer, more accessible pathways for walking,
running, and biking. Recognizing that a unified voice would be more
powerful, the organizations joined forces to become Fort Wayne
Trails, a 501(c)(3) nonprofit organization dedicated to the
development, maintenance, and promotion of a connected trail
network throughout the region.

Our mission is to advocate for a safe, accessible trail system that
improves quality of life. We believe that trails are more than just
pathways, they are lifelines that connect people to places, promote
health and wellness, support economic growth, and preserve natural
beauty.

Today, Fort Wayne Trails serves as the voice of the trail system,
advocating for expansion, safety, accessibility, and long-term
sustainability. Our work includes everything from advocacy and
maintenance efforts, to major development projects that bring new
miles of trail to undeserved communities. Our Adopt-A-Greenway
program manages over 60 volunteer groups and continues to grow.
We also provide accessible trail maps and signage in partnership
with local organizations to ensure that the trail network can be
enjoyed by people of all abilities.

In addition to development and maintenance, Fort Wayne Trails is
deeply committed to education and community engagement. Through
programming like Trek the Trails, trail safety campaigns, community
partnerships, and volunteer opportunities, we aim to inspire a culture
of trail use and stewardship. These initiatives not only encourage
healthy lifestyles but also build community around the shared value
of preserving and expanding our trail system for generations to
come.
